In this project the participants will be building on the observational skills learnt in the first two days of this course to construct a work of 
creative expression.

a finished project that has elements of mature resolution and understanding.
Throughout the three days of this project, students will be exposed to works of famous artists in relation to the genre of the exercise 
that they are undertaking.
